We don’t want to make the process overly complicated, but we do only have a handful of grants to give out and we want to make sure our contribution has a meaningful impact. We will therefore prioritise support against the following criteria:-

a) A project should be the start or part of the Club’s wider commitment to sustainability, underpinned by an environmental policy adopted by the Club which should be sent in with this form. (Our website will show you how to develop a policy if the Club doesn’t already have one.)  
b) The grant should result in quantifiable improvements that must be measurable, e.g. reduced water or electricity usage or volume of recycled waste diverted from landfill based on data taken before and after the project.
c) Applications should show the Club’s financial contribution to the project; The Green Blue will not fund 100% of the cost.
d) Grants are unlikely to be offered as a contribution towards larger capital works or refurbishments which form ongoing building maintenance, e.g. roofing, heating systems or windows.
